Pre-application meeting with Planning Services.

Full application package is submitted by Surveyor or Professional Planner.

Application information is circulated by the City of Yorkton to the Utility
companies and other stakeholders.

Application is reviewed for compliance with Bylaws and Legislation by
Planning Services.

Application proposes to re-align or create
property line boundaries for two

properties.

Planning Services makes the decision.

Approved Denied

Application proposes to re-align or create
property line boundaries for 3 or more

properties.

Planning Services presents to the Planning &
Infrastructure Commission for recommendation.

Development Officer prepares a report and relays the
Commission's recommendations to Council.

City Council makes decision.

Approved Denied
Servicing agreement is prepared and signed

(if required).

Certificate of Approval and Proposed Plan is signed
by the Mayor and City Clerk, and issued to Applicant.

Surveyor submits plan to ISC for Plan Approval.

City registers Servicing Agreement (if required).

Applicant processes ISC Transform Approval
Certificate, creating title to properties.

Decision may be appealed to the
Development Appeals Board.
